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1 Pray for Haitian Calvary 
International Ministries as 
they plan the long-term 
outreach strategy following the 
earthquake. Ask God to show 
the leaders how to best use 
their resources. 

2 There are 18 full-time 
students preparing for ministry 
at The Timothy School in 
Algeria. Pray that these young 
leaders will hear God’s call to 
ministry on their lives, and 
grow in obedience to Him.  

3 This month the African 
Inland Church–Sudan will be 
holding their General Assembly 
and voting on a revised 
constitution and new 
leadership. Ask for God’s 
leading at this meeting. 

4 Praise God for His healing 
and protection for the leader of 
a partner Bible school in 
Myanmar following a car 
accident last month. Ask God to 
use him to greatly impact the 
lives of his students this spring. 

5 Pray for Christian women 
raising children in the hard 
places of the world. Ask God to 
provide for their needs of food, 
clothing, and income. Pray that 
they would actively raise their 
children to have faith in Christ. 

6 Lift up all Partners 
International staff and ministry 
workers who are traveling this 
month. Ask God for safety, good 
health, favor with authorities, 
and a spirit of encouragement 
in the places being visited. 

7 Pray for church planters 
serving with Light of the 
Southwest to reach unreached 
minorities in one of China’s 
poorest provinces. Ask God to 
give strength as they share 
Christ from place to place. 

8 Ask God to open doors for 
Silas Ministries to facilitate 
work among the Zaza people 
of Turkey. Pray for successful 
translation of Gospel materials 
into the various dialects, and 
for open hearts to Jesus. 

9 Pray for a new initiative 
partner in Kyrgyzstan, who 
runs Christian camps for kids 
in the summer, as they train 
counselors and prepare the 
programs. Ask God to prepare 
the kid’s hearts to know Him. 

10 Lift up women’s ministry 
leader Helen from the Gambia 
who will be traveling in the US 
this month. Ask God to give her 
traveling mercies, times of rest, 
flexibility, and divine 
appointments while here. 

11 Praise God for community 
transformation that church 
planters are part of in 
Cambodia! Pray for the 
continued positive influence of 
River of Life Church Cambodia 
workers in these areas. 

12 Pray for new believers in 
Aceh like Zechariah, Ruslan and 
Ismail, who are studying the 
Bible with workers from  
Northern Sumatra Mission in 
Indonesia. Pray that their 
families would come to faith. 

13 Pray for the 11 women who 
recently completed the women’s 
training course put on by the 
National Christian Fellowship 
of Nepal. Ask God to give 
courage and humility as each of 
these women serves in ministry. 

14 Tibetan Mission Church 
provides scholarships for 
Tibetan children to attend 
school. Pray for the children in 
this program to study hard and 
to know the love of Christ in 
their lives.   

15 Praise the Lord together 
with the Evangelical Prison 
Ministry in the Middle East for 
the opportunity to plant a 
church inside each prison 
where they work! Pray that this 
will be accomplished. 

16 Today is the Partners 
International Women spring 
luncheon. Pray for the event’s 
speakers to be guided by the 
Holy Spirit, and for hearts to be 
stirred to join God’s global 
work through women.  

17 Pray for Brother Pat, the 
leader of Faith Christian Center 
in Mauritania, as he balances 
ministry and family obligations 
with the birth of his new 
daughter. Ask God for wisdom 
and balance in his life. 

18 Many Vietnamese have no 
access to basic medical care. 
Praise God for mobile clinics 
and free medical supplies that 
Christian doctors are given to 
treat patients! Ask God to 
continue providing this service. 

19 Cahaya Suku recruits, 
trains, and sends church 
planters to minister among the 
unreached Muslims of 
Indonesia. Pray for God to open 
doors as these workers share 
Christ with those they meet. 

20 Praise God for 13 years of 
ministry by the BBPT ministry 
to Banjaras in India! They ask 
for prayer that 2010 will be a 
year of revival for Banjara 
churches. Pray also for the 
leaders of this ministry. 

21 Pray for students 
connected with China Campus 
Ministries through small 
groups, leadership training, 
and theological training. Ask 
God to use them to reach 
other students for Christ. 

22 Pray for the 27 full-time 
workers serving with Raja Al 
Umam in five Arab countries. 
Ask God to strengthen these 
believers, giving boldness to 
witness for Christ in difficult 
circumstances. 

23 Union Church 
Ministries serves the needs of 
hundreds of prisoners in North 
Africa. Pray that God would 
use the tangible gifts to open 
the door for UCM workers to 
share about freedom in Christ.  

24 Church planters are able to 
provide for their families while 
reaching the most unreached 
parts of northern Ghana due 
to gifts of bulls, plows, and 
seeds. Praise God for generously 
providing for their needs! 

25 Pray for wisdom as 
ministry partners and Area 
Directors discuss budgets and 
goals for the next fiscal year. 
Ask God to give unity and the 
mind of Christ as they look 
ahead to the next year. 

26 Pray for fruit among the 
ethnic Malay people being 
reached by Malay World 
Outreach. Their goal is to 
establish two new house 
churches this year—ask God to 
make it happen. 

27 Koinonia, the relief arm of 
partner National Christian 
Fellowship of Bangladesh, is 
involved in helping the poorest 
of the poor, most recently 
caring for people during a cold 
snap. Pray for provision. 

28 Ask God to provide 
through the Sponsor A Child 
program for the nearly 200 
children waiting for 
opportunities to attend school 
and learn about Jesus. 

29 A worker in Syria serving 
with the Arab World 
Evangelical Minister’s 
Association has a ministry to 
34 villages. Praise God for a 
new van to aid his ministry! 

30 Pray for the translation 
and media work of the Berber 
Evangelistic Association to be 
effective in reaching many 
Berbers in North Africa with 
the truth about Jesus Christ. 

31 Pray for the Christian 
bookstore operated by partner 
Gao Evangelical Church in 
Mali. Ask God to use it to draw 
many locals into relationship 
with Himself.
